Note about Level 7 Units
It is important to ensure you leave room for your 6 x level 7 units (72cps) whilst meeting other course requirements. In particular, note that the following core units 
can only be done at level 5: NT001 & 002, OT001 & 002, CH001 & 002, PC162, LA004 & 005, LA002 & 003 (Hebrew, where applicable). Typically, your final 6 units in 
the course would be the ones done at level 7 if you have completed the units required at level 5. The intermediate units would be completed at level 6.
